In school, children are encouraged to ‘dot
it, don’t dodge it’ if they are unsure of a
spelling. This means that the flow of their
writing is not interrupted and they know
they need to check the spelling when it is a
suitable time to do so. Children are
encouraged to use a ‘purple-polishing pen’
to edit their writing. The words in this
leaflet are the statutory word lists that the
children are expected to spell correctly
every time they use them in their writing to
be assessed at Age Related Expectation at
the end of the academic year. Please try to
encourage your child with the same
approach and the same expectations in any
home learning.

Please practise the spellings in the exercise
book provided.

There are many different ways to practise.
Above all, try to make it fun and
memorable. In school, your child will also
learn further ways to practise their spellings
and should be able to share these with you
as the year progresses.

We will give you further ways to practise
spellings each term.
